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2009 HIGHLIGHTS

Hunger Study
In 2009, Mid-South Food Bank participated in the comprehensive
national hunger study, Hunger in America, conducted by Feeding
America and the research organization Mathematica. Mid-South
Food Bank staff and volunteers interviewed 400 clients at our
member food pantries, soup kitchens and shelters and 198
agencies completed survey questionnaires. The results for our
area, Hunger in the Mid-South 2010, are available on our web
site, www.midsouthfoodbank.org. Here are some of those results:
e There has been a 26 percent increase in overall use of these
emergency food agencies since the previous hunger study
in 2006.
e Mid-South Food Bank provides emergency food for an
estimated 186,500 different people annually.
® 21,000 different people receive emergency food assistance
in any given week.
® 31% of the members of households served by Mid-South
Food Bank are children.

Distribution

Mid-South Food Bank distributed 10,247,000 pounds of food and
grocery items in 2009, the equivalent of approximately 8,200,000
meals. In its 28 years, Mid-South Food Bank has distributed more
than 223,000,000 pounds of food and other groceries.

Mid-South Food Bank served a total of 201 agencies with 306
charitable feeding programs.

Mid-South Food Bank began a new program in 2009: the Mobile
Pantry, a method of direct client distribution in an organized
format managed by the Food Bank and its agencies. A
refrigerated vehicle provides large quantities of food for same-day
distribution to pre-qualified clients. Benefits include expanded
agency capacity, removal of barriers that prevent access to
underserved areas and flexibility in delivery of food and grocery
products in an effective, expeditious manner while maintaining an
atmosphere of dignity. In its first four months of operation in
2009, the Mobile Pantry distributed nearly half a million pounds of
food and groceries to rural areas outside of Memphis.

Successfully transitioned the prepared food recovery program to a
program that picks up food donations at local retail outlets. Mid-
South Food Bank was awarded a grant from Walmart for a truck
dedicated to retail pick-ups at Walmart, Kroger, Target and
other retail stores.

Special Recognition

Mid-South Food Bank President & CEQ Susan Sanford was
recognized as a Legend by the Women's Foundation of Greater
Memphis. She was also selected as a Community Hero by the
Orpheum Theatre.

Volunteers

More than 2,980 volunteers donated almost 20,000 hours to Mid-
South Food Bank in 2009. These volunteers sort and pack food in
the warehouse, fill bags for the Food for Kids BackPacks, help in
the pantry and the office and at special events.

Childhood Hunger

A new Food for Kids BackPack Program began in Covington,
Tennessee, sponsored by Unilever. That brought the total number
of BackPack Programs to 12, serving more than 1,200 children
with backpacks full of wholesome food to take home every
weekend. For the first time, six backpack programs that are not
hosted by schools continued distribution through the summer.

Special Events

Operation Feed, the workplace food drive, continued to
emphasize monetary donations by awarding the most points for
each dollar. Seventy-five companies raised $352,000 for the Food
Bank to use for food purchases and collected more than 97,000
pounds of food.

The Feed the Need scan card program in area Kroger, Schnucks,
Piggly Wiggly, Cooper’s Neighborhood Markets, Parkway Village
Super Markets, Stepherson’s Food Stores and Miss Cordelia’s
Market raised $208,883. Pepsi once again sponsored the
program.

Mid-South elementary and middle schools collected more than
483,000 pounds of food in the 23" annual Kids Kan school food
drive. Kroger was the lead sponsor of KIDS KAN, as they have
been every year. Other sponsors were FedEx, Fox13, FM100,
Comtrak Logistics, and Wendy's

Local members of the National Association of Letter Carriers
helped “Stamp out Hunger” by collecting donated food as they
delivered the mail. The event raised 87,430 pounds of food.
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During Hunger Action Month in September, Mid-South Food Bank
held a day-long food drive to fill an 18-wheeler in the parking lot
at Poplar Plaza Shopping Center. With sponsorship from Fox 13,

Finard Properties and Kroger, 6,329 pounds of food was collected.

The Student Food Drive saw students from 26 area high schools
collect 71,000 pounds of food for Mid-South Food Bank. Tyson
Foods and Feeding America sponsored the drive nationally, with
local sponsorship from WMC-TV 5, Kroger, Paragon Bank, ESPN
radio and Victory Packaging.

WMC-TV news anchors, reporters, weather forecasters, sports
guys, camera operators, producers and management, including
General Manager Lee Meredith, helped make the third annual
Action News 5 Holiday Food Drive a huge success.
Broadcasting live from Mid-South Food Bank and five Kroger
Stores, the one-day event raised 57,000 pounds of food and
$46,500.
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
